Su Chungin, Wang Anshi and so on well learned Du’ s calm and gra-
cious style. The great achievement of Song poets’ adoption of Du Fu’ s poems is that there appeared many
poetic works which closed to Du Fu’ s poems in style in the Song Dynasty .

Abstract: The | themes of Ze Bei have eight different kinds of perspectives, among which the view -
points proqosed in Preface to Mao’ s Songs and the sayings of Zhu Xi are the most influential ones. Because
different learners had different understandings to the poem’ s historical background, the main “Xing-xiang
(the initial points)” ——the “Xing-yi (the initial meanings)” of “Pu (cattail)” and “He (lotus)”, the two
key words—*Juan” and “ Yan” and many other issues there exist the divergences on the themes of Ze Bei.
Based on the analysis of the poem’ s logical relationship, this paper concludes that in The Books of Songs age
when the using of metaphors was very popular, the scene that “Pu (cattail)” and “He (otus)” depended on
each other aroused the poets’ sentiment that human beings were inferior to the things. The Chinese words
“Juan” and “Yan” describe the beautiful appearance and decent manners of the pretty girls. The poem ex-
presses the lover’ s deep emotion to each other. Based on the poem itself, Zhu Xi’ s conclusion is reasonable.
The Preface to Mao’ s Songs concluded that the lovers may feel sorrow ful and sentimental, which may con-
form to the poem itself. However, if combined this poem with the historical events of King Cheng Ling, it
would be too dogmatic.
